Dal 1999 ad oggi mi sono occupato prevalentemente dello studio degli effetti cancerogeni
dell’esposizione a basse dosi di benzene, degli effetti genotossici conseguenti ad esposizioni
ambientali in popolazioni pediatriche, dell’associazione tra esposizione a campi magnetici a bassa
frequenza ed il rischio di tumori del sistema linfoemopoietico e neuroblastomi nel bambino, della
valutazione della qualita dell’assistenza ricevuta dai pazienti oncologici in fase terminale di malattia,
dello studio del rischio di tumori secondari in pazienti sottoposti a terapia radiante, allo studio di
effetti genotossici associati dell’esposizione “in utero” e dell’etica della ricerca epidemiologica
ambientale.
